Another review (May 2nd, 2009):

I would recommend Doctor's Cave Beach. I have read somewhere on there that the fletcher beach is more like a locals beach but you may want to do your own research and come to your own conclusion. In case you haven't read my post this is what I posted a previous thread:

We arrived in Jamaica the beginning of Dec. 2008 and we went to Doctor's Cave Beach. I wasn't sure if I would like it there, but I also knew that I was not going to stay on the ship another day! LOL

We took a shuttle to Doctor's Cave Beach. We paid $5 per person. Upon our arrival we went to the front desk and paid to rent 2 chairs, and an umbrella. The beach was nice but the day was very windy and a little cloudy. We only ordered drinks (coke) from the grooper. I believe the coke's were $2.00 or $2.50. If you like frozen drinks they are start at $8.00. They "wait staff" come around asking if you want to order something. We had a very nice, & relaxing day at Doctor's Cave Beach.

They do not have lockers there. We left our stuff on your chair and kept a close eye on it. Nobody never got close to our area. They have a restroom and a place where you can rinse off before you enter their restroom.

Now, when you leave Doctor's Cave, at least when we left there was a group of guys and one lady at the entrance and as soon as we stepped outside of the bldg, they all began asking if we wanted a taxi to go back to the ship. We said no, we're going shopping and they quit bugging us. We walked down the street and we were offered to buy some drugs twice but we just said no and kept walking. After we got done shopping we took a taxi and went back to the ship. 

We had a great day on the beach, it was leaving the beach and being around pushy people that do not care about your personal space! OMG!! LOL

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Another review:

Reviewed December 25, 2012 NEW
Not sure why this place is getting such good reviews. I guess it’s ok if your only interaction with it is the beach. Anything beyond that, however, and this place is not all what it's cracked up to be. 

First off, there are NO LOCKERS here. You must put your trust in your fellow beach goers and the staff.

Secondly, they charge for everything. Entrance is $6. A chair is another $6. A chair that allows you to lie down is $8. An umbrella is another $6.

Now all this would be fine if you could expect that your personal stuff and the chairs and umbrellas you paid for would not be CONFISCATED after a brief trip to the snack bar or a swim. However, I left my stuff on my chair to go to the snack bar. The trip turned out to be longer than expected (more on that later). When I got back, ALL MY STUFF WAS GONE. No chair or umbrella or my beach bag. I scanned the beach for my bag and finally found it tossed carelessly aside near where they were stacking up the chairs. When I went to get it, I was stopped by one of the employees who barked "what are you looking for?". I told him that was my bag and he acted incredulous and yelled "what is in that bag?". When I identified each of my possessions, he relented but them yelled "why is your bag there?". When I told him that one of the staff tossed it there after they took my chair and umbrella, he yelled "you may take the bag" and did not offer a replacement chair or umbrella despite my having paid $12 for them. When I asked for a chair and umbrella, he barked "you go there, I'll give you chair and umbrella". After a while, he came back with a chair and tossed it in the shade of someone else's occupied umbrella as if that we're good enough and then walked off. I then moved my chair to another spot and asked another staffer for an umbrella and only then got one back. 

As for why I took so long at the snack bar, the service was abysmally slow. After my server gave me a menu, he disappeared. I finally got another server's attention and ordered. I must have waited 49 minutes for any further communication from anyone. I was about to assume that they forgot my order and leave when the server mentioned that my food was coming. Then, when I got the bill, I noticed that they took it upon themselves to add the tip in. 

As for this place being family friendly, I beg to differ. I took a quick walk around the place to check out the facilities and one of the staffers stopped me and asked me what I was looking for. When I told him I was just looking around, he said "no, that can't be. You must be looking for something". I told him that I was just walking but he insisted that I was looking for something. When I continued to deny it, he said "so do you want a smoke?" I told him no and left. This, by the way, was an employee with a staff t-shirt and here he was soliciting drug business on the premises.

Doctor's Cave Beach Club  (Feb 8, 2011)
This beach club is just what the doctor ordered...seriously...some doctor liked the place so much he bought it and then donated it back to the city of Montego Bay. And after spending three days relaxing at the said beach club I can understand why. With its well maintained beach and its perfectly still turquoise waters Doctor's Cave is the best non resort beach option in Montego Bay. Located directly on the "Hip Strip" its right in the middle of all the action and yet once inside the beach club it feels like your own private beach paradise. Its costs about $5 US to get in and that includes use of the locker rooms (really?). There is a decent restaurant on the beach as well...overpriced but gets the job done.
